Sidcot School Code

Everyone is responsible for promoting the exemplary atmosphere, relationships
and quality of life at Sidcot.

Al members of the Sidcot community are expected to be sensitive,
co-operative, and to show courtesy, consideration and respect for one
another.

We do not tolerate any behaviour intended to hurt, injure, threaten, frighten
or make fun of others.

We share responsibility for the school, the community and the environment:
we ensure that the school is clean and litter-free.

We are responsible for our personal belongings. We respect one another’s
property and school property.

We carry out school commitments punctually and thoroughly.

We do not use, abuse, or possess solvents, illegal drugs, alcohol or
tobacco.

We respect the school rules on school premises, during school hours, to
and from school and on school outings.

We use peaceful mediation to solve difficulties. Violence is not an option.

General Conduct

Instructions given by members of staff or senior pupils on duty should be
carried out quickly and eagerly.

You are responsible for ensuring that your teachers and tutors know where
you are.

Uniform must be worn by all pupils up to and including Upper Fifth until
6.30 pm from Monday to Friday. School shirts must be tucked in. Torn,
cut or scruffy clothing is not allowed.

Nail varnish of any sort is not acceptable below Sixth Form.



Jewellery must not be worn with uniform. Pupils with pierced lobes may
wear retained studs, one only in each ear. Body piercing is not acceptable.
One single necklace may be worn under uniform.

Aerosols, Tippex liquid and other products containing solvents are not al-
lowed in school.

Chewing gum is not permitted in school since it is extremely difficult to
remove from furniture and fabrics.

All pupils are expected to attend meals. You cannot function well on an
empty stomach.

Mobile phones may be used outside the school buildings only. During
lessons, prep, assemblies, tutor periods and other directed school time
mobile phones must be switched off.

. Behaviour around school is expected to be consistent with that of an office

or similar workplace. Public displays of affection such as kissing, holding
hands, cuddling are not acceptable behaviours in a school environment.

. If damage to the premises or furniture occurs it should be reported to the

teacher on duty at once and to House staff as soon as possible. Those
responsible for damage will usually be expected to pay.

. English is the common language of Sidcot. The English Language should

always be used to promote communication and never to exclude individu-
als or groups. Speak clearly and choose your words carefully.

. Knives, penknives or any items that can be construed as weapons must

not be brought into school. It is a criminal offence to carry and offensive
weapon on school premises.

. Itis your duty to inform your parents/guardians if you have earned a sanc-

tion. Detentions count as school commitments for the purposes of leave.

. Tom'’s Field and the Combe are in bounds from 12.55 — 1.55 pm, 3.45

—4.40 pm and 6.00 — 7.00 pm for Fifth and Sixth Formers in groups of
three or more. The stile next to the gate at the top of Tom’s Field is out of
bounds at all times.

. Secure and insure your personal possessions. Do not leave them lying

around. Buying, selling, borrowing or lending requires permission from your
tutor and parents/guardians.

. Ball games must not be played indoors, except for pool and table-tennis.

Basketball may be played in the middle playground between the classroom
block and the Sixth Form Block.
