All staff are expected to offer at least one extra-curricular club, society or
activity, and to undertake some evening duties, as well as a share of the weekend duty and activity responsibilities
(currently the equivalent of nine blocks of four hours per year each for full time staff, subject to review). Main
professional grade teachers will have a tutorial group and a share of cover arrangements for absent colleagues. These
duties are included in the Sidcot salary scale and they are carried out pro rata by part time staff.
