Notes to Parents of Day Boys 
 
Hair Hair should be neat, clean, and of a natural colour. Long hair 

should be tidy and tied back off the face. In terms of colour only 
natural highlights are permitted. 

 
Jewellery                             Jewellery should not be worn with uniform. Students with 

pierced lobes may wear retainer studs, up to one in each ear: 
two in total. Two or more earrings in one ear is not acceptable. 
Other piercings, including nose studs, are not acceptable. One 
single neck chain may be worn discretely under the uniform.
