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SIDCOT SWIM CLUB
CONSTITUTION

1. 
The name of the Club shall be Sidcot Swimming Club. Only pupils and staff attending the School may participate in Open Competition under the name of the club.
2. 
The objectives of the Club shall be the coaching, development and practice of swimming for its members. 
3.
The club shall be affiliated to the Swim England (ASA) South West Region and to such other bodies as the Committee may decide. 
4.
The affairs of the club shall be conducted under Swim England (ASA) Laws and Technical Rules and all competing members shall be eligible competitors as defined in Swim England (ASA) Laws and Technical Rules. The club shall pay the Regional affiliation fees and the relevant Swim England (ASA) membership fees for its members. 
5.
The Club shall be managed by a Committee, appointed by Swim Academy and Club Coaches and Sports Centre Assistant Manager/Swim School Co-Ordinator. All members of the Committee shall become members of the Swim England (ASA) by paying the membership fee when demanded by Swim England (ASA) and shall be included in the annual membership return. One of the Committee members shall act as Club Secretary and be the point of contact for Swim England (ASA) South West Region. The quorum for the Committee shall be of a democratic number as decided by the Club Secretary.  
6.
A register shall be maintained of all club members.
7.
Funds and property of the club shall not be distributed among members, save as legitimate out of pocket expenses incurred in running the club and as payment for coaching and/or teaching swimming, but shall be applied towards the furtherance of the objects of the club or for charitable purposes. In the event of the club being dissolved or ceasing to exist, the funds remaining shall be devoted to objects similar to those of the club or to charity.
8.
The club is subject to child protection and diversity policies as stated by the school and Swim England (ASA) and will adhere to those policies at all times.
